This 
unspoiled medieval city is the location of the famous Palio, a horse race around the 
city’s shell-shaped Piazza del Campo. Siena’s other historic gems from the Middle 
Ages include the Town Hall (Palazzo Pubblico) and the Torre dei Mangia (1340), 
which are similar in height to the Cathedral.

Il Mangia)

Afternoon: Free time to explore Siena. 

2:00	pm	departure	by	Ferrari	 for	 the	2nd	part	of	 the	 tour	 towards	 the	magnificent	
Chianti area. Discovery of the picturesque and the breathtaking panorama offered by 
the valley landscapes of the Chiantigiana Road, enriched by pure driving pleasure on 
an amazing succession of rolling hills and never-ending curves!
