DAY	6:	Montepulciano,	Chianti	Region	(Tuscany)
Breakfast. Departure by motor coach from Piazzale Roma to the famous Chianti 
Region in Tuscany. Chianti is a vast geographic area of hilly landscape, roughly area of hilly landscape, roughly

   between Siena and Florence. The charm of this territory, adorned by ancient castles,  
crowded woods, secular parishes (such as Pievi), soft slopes and nuances of colour,  
lies in the  pefect equilibrium between its environment and human activity. This 
region is the biggest producer of wine in Italy. Its most famous wine is the Chianti 
Classico, made with white and black grapes. Tour stops in Montepulciano, a famous 
medieval city situated in the north of Val d’Orcia, known for its Brunello (a prestigious
Italian red wine). It is possible to buy it in the winehouses of the town. For wine and 
jazz lovers,  there is the Jazz and Wine festival in July. In Montepulciano you can 
enjoy some tasting of local wine and free time at your disposal. The day will end with
evening arrival in Rome with overnight stay in Hotel.
