Wilds of Botswana Safari

This	 fabulous	 fly-in	 safari	 encompasses	 a	 wide	
range of prime destinations in Botswana, the Savute 
area of Chobe, the Moremi Wildlife Reserve and the 
Okavango delta.  The Savute area of the vast Chobe 
National Park is characterized by an ancient dry 
channel vanishing into the sweeping expanse of a 
relic	marsh,	where	the	flat	countryside	is	relieved	by	
the rock fortress of the Gubatsa Hills.  The woodlands 
fringing the Savute marsh are home to kudu and 
roan antelope, while the hills shelter leopard and 
klipspringer, and feature some fascinating San 
rock art.  The waterholes in this largely dry region 
welcome thousands of migrant birds to their banks in 
the rainy season, adding to the rich species diversity 
of Savute.

Wide	 grassy	 floodplains	 are	 host	 to	 a	 magnificent	
array of wild animals: lions, leopard, cheetah, 
antelope, giraffe, zebra and buffalo, and the great 
monumental wanderers of all time, the elephants.
Within this lacework of channels, game viewing and 
bird watching is frequently guided from mokoro (dug 
out	canoes).	 	 In	 these	slender	flat-bottomed	crafts,	
guests are propelled by expert polers, many of whom 
were born in the Okavango Delta and know the 
winding waterways and their inhabitants intimately.

Day 1 and 2
You will arrive in Johannesburg and then catch a 
flight	to	Victoria	Falls.	Once	there	you	will	be	met	at	
the	Victoria	Falls	Airport	before	embarking	on	a	light	
aircraft	flight	to	the	Nxabega	Okavango	Safari	Camp	
or Sandibe Safari Lodge . 

Here you will spend two days exploring the waters 
and wildlife of Botswana and enjoying activities 
offered.

Day	3	and	4
On	day	3	your	guide	transfers	you	to	the	bush	airstrip	for	your	light	aircraft	flight	to	
the second lodge: Savute Elephant Camp, Khwai River Lodge or Eagle Island Camp 
at Xaxaba. Here you have 2 days to enjoy the wonderful wildlife experience of the 
area.

Day	5	and	6
On	day	5	a	light	aircraft	flight	to	the	third	lodge:	Savute	Elephant	Camp,	Khwai	River	
Lodge	or	Eagle	 Island	Camp	at	Xaxaba.	Here	 you	 have	 2	 final	 days	 to	 spented	
enjoying the rich game-viewing and other activities offered by the lodges 

Accommodations	Choices:
 
Nxabega	Okavango	Safari	Camp is located on an exclusive 7,000 hectare wildlife concession bordering 
the Moremi Wildlife Reserve, within the channels of the permanent Okavango Delta.  Guests experience 
the irresistible combination of water and wildlife, with overland game-drives and riverboat or mokoro (dug-
out canoe) and trails. Nxabega accommodates 18 guests in classically elegant safari tents, with stylish 
appointed en-suite facilities.  Each tent has a private veranda overlooking the grasslands stretching to the 
permanent Delta in the distance.  The striking and sophisticated guest areas include: outside dining and 
fireside	facilities,	as	well	as	a	stunning	swimming	pool	with	expansive	deck.		This	is	made	from	local	timber,	
reed and thatch.  The camp is a skillful combination of luxury and integration with the environment.

Sandibe	Safari	Lodge was built in accordance with CCAfrica’s commitment to “treating lightly on the 
earth”.  Each of the eight private cottages were positioned to preserve indigenous trees and natural 
features.	 	Screens	in	the	thatched	twin-bedded	cottages	allow	the	Okavango	breezes	to	flow,	and	the	
triple-volume thatched living and dining areas provide a cool and remarkable haven from the heat. 
Through game-drives and interpretive bush walks, guides share the wonders of the changing seasons in 
the Delta.  Sandibe has exclusive access to approximately 270 square kilometers comprising six ecotypes 
and an exciting variety of bird, plant and animal species. The lodge’s new silent “eco-boat” allows for a 
uniquely tranquil powerboat experience of the Delta.

Savute	Elephant	Camp is shaded by towering acacia trees on the banks of the dry Savute Chobe 
National Park.  Accommodation is in 12 luxurious twin bedded tents with private timber decks.  The camp 
features a specially constructed “elephant-proof” heated swimming pool.  Game can be viewed from 
the deck of the central lounge and dining area or from open safari vehicles during morning and evening 
drives.  Savute is known for its exciting game-viewing and excellent birdlife. 

Khwai	River	Lodges	overlooks	the	Khwai	River	floodplain,	which	form	a	natural	boundary	to	the	Moremi	
Wildlife	Reserve	at	North	Gate.		Wildlife	abounds	on	the	riverbank	and	floodplain	in	front	of	the	camp.		
Accommodation is in 15 spacious and luxurious tents under thatch, each with a shaded deck facing the 
Khwai River.  A heated swimming pool and a secluded viewing platform overlooks the river.  Activities 
include morning and afternoon game-drives into Moremi Wildlife Reserve.  Afternoon game-drives extend 
into evening, using spotlights.
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
